While the city rejoices in God’s mercy, Jonah seethes in resentment. What does this
reveal about our own struggles with grace? And how can we move from bitterness to
gratitude when God’s compassion extends to those we find hard to love?

Join us as we explore how God’s mercy isn’t just for “them” — it’s for us, too. Come
ready to be challenged, encouraged, and reminded that in the Kingdom of God,
grace is bigger than resentment, and mercy always has the last word.
