	Please read the information below and ensure you are in agreement with it.

	a) Students usually rotate through the different clinical specialities in the hospital spending a week on each (medicine, surgery, maternity, NICU, paediatrics, community).

	b) The ward staff speak English but the vast majority of patients do not. The main language is Luganda. Visiting students therefore rely heavily on interpreters.

	c) Accommodation is provided in the hospital Guest House on site. Currently we charge 105,000ugx (approx. £21) per person per night. 

	d) The fee covers:

· Accommodation

· meals/food/drinks

· laundry (excluding underwear) 
· and a donation to the hospital in lieu of the training you will receive. 
Lunches are prepared for you on week-days in the Guest House with other food available for you to prepare weekend lunches, breakfast and evening meals.


	e) The fee does not cover: 

· Transport to/from Entebbe or Kampala – likely to be £50 each way.

· Accommodation (if required) in Entebbe or Kampala
· Internet Access (we will give advice on this)

· Insurance

· Bank transfer fees when making payment(s)



	f) Accommodation is charged for the length of time for which a room is booked out for you in the Guest House. We do not reimburse for nights or weekends which you may choose to spend away from the Guest House or for days should you choose to terminate your placement earlier.

	g) We are a Church of Uganda governed hospital with a strong Christian ethos. Most senior staff are active Christians. However, visiting students come from a variety of faith backgrounds. We do not expect all students / volunteers coming to be Christians but we do ask them to conform to cultural expectations and to respect the Christian ethos of the hospital.

	h) Alcohol is strictly forbidden in the hospital. In rural Uganda people do not have a concept of social drinking i.e. alcohol is usually taken to get drunk and therefore very much frowned upon. Smoking is also forbidden.

	i) The dress code is very conservative. Females are required to wear skirts or dresses which cover the knees, trousers are not culturally appropriate. More details will be provided.

	j) We ask all students to attend the hospital Morning Prayers. These are 1 hour gatherings from Monday to Friday, a time for hospital staff and students to meet together with singing, a talk, and a time for announcements at the end.  

	k) Since the demand for elective placements is big, please confirm if you would like to accept the offer of a place within the next 2 weeks. 
Please also send a letter from your university confirming your student status and elective requirements. 
If we do not hear from you within this period we will assume you are not accepting the offer and the place could be offered to another applicant.  
As we are limited in the number of applicants we can have at once, please also be as accurate as you can with the dates you plan to be here as it helps in confirming placements for others.

	l) We ask students to make a deposit of £50 (or equivalent in UGX) in order to secure your booking. Instructions will be provided on how to make the payment.
