Luke 16:1-13
The children of light are called to be 
faithful to what has genuine value—the 
riches of the kingdom. God is our master, 
from whom come sometimes unlikely 
judgments about human life. Even the old 
one-year lectionary included this gospel, 
which is a considerable challenge for the 
preacher.

Amos 8:4-7
By setting Amos’s condemnation of those 
who with dishonesty oppress the poor 
next to Luke 16, the lectionary underlines 
both vv. 10-13 of the gospel reading, that 
believers are to serve God rather than 
material wealth, and vv. 8-9, that in view 
of the coming eschaton, believers need to 
anticipate the possibility of God’s 
punishment.

1 Timothy 2:1-7
Not only are Christians to pray for their 
rulers, but to thank God for them. The 
true ruler over believers is God. This 
counsel towards societal concord was 
directed to people who were not in a 
democracy, and passages such as this 
have encouraged some Christians into a 
social passivity.
