WORD OF LIFE

The Most Holy Trinity, the fact that there is only One
God but three different Persons of the same nature and
dignity, is a mystery, something that we accept by faith

and that reason cannot understand, which does not mean
that it is “irrational.” But it is also a great gift that Jesus
gave us by revealing God’s nature and Di-vine
Intimacy.

The fact that God is at the same time One and Triune,
One and different, tells us what life is like in heaven.
Living a “trinitarian life” is to live as a “family.” In
other words, God is family. Love is the essence of God,
and not only as a love that gives itself to strangers, but
also as a love that establishes the inner relations in the
Divinity. Therefore, in Heaven, One lives by loving,
loving the One with Whom the essential is shared, the
Divine Nature, and with Whom One has legitimate
differences, the three different Persons. If this is
Heaven, we should try to replicate it here on Earth, for
Christ taught us to pray to the Father precisely for this.

Therefore, let’s accept our legitimate differences and
seek unity. In everything and always: love.

respecting others as you would want them to respect
you.

Guidelines for Receiving the Eucharist

You are not to eat or drink anything except for
water or required medicine, for one hour before
actually receiving communion. This is called the
Communion or Eucharist fast. It is meant to help

us focus on our Lord and what we are about to
receive. Chewing gum, candy, mints, etc. during

Mass is therefore inappropriate. Both forms for
receiving the host are acceptable, in the palm of
one hand with the other hand underneath, or on

the extended tongue. Extend your hands palm-

side up toward the priest and stand as close to

the priest as possible when receiving Communion.

Never take the host from the priest. After
receiving the Eucharist, you say Amen. Proper
reverence and respect is most important, hands
should be reverently folded while waiting to
receive the Sacrament.

Active Parishioner Status

Each year we receive many requests from parishioners to qualify for weddings, be godparents or sponsors for
the Sacrament of Confirmation, Communion and Baptism. An active member is one who is properly registered
with the Parish office, regularly gives offertory, attends parish activities when possible and most importantly
faithfully attends Mass on Sunday’s and Holy days of Obligation. Even though you attend Mass, if you are not
registered with the Parish, we have no information about you and you are not eligible to be Sponsors,
Godparents, etc. While assessments of an inquirer’s status will be made individually, the above are the main
factors that will be considered in making that determination.
