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A Few Words From Fr. Dariusz

This weekend we celebrate the Feast of the Body and
Blood of Christ. This special Feast is celebrated in
remembrance of Jesus who gave His life for our
salvation. It is a Feast in remembrance of Jesus'
command to us to celebrate the Sacrament of the Holy
Eucharist.

When the night of the Last Supper arrived, Jesus taught His followers the
manner in which the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist should be
celebrated. Over and above this, Jesus revealed that He would be
physically present in the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist.

The First Reading is a story about the king of Salem whose name is
Melchizedek, who is also a priest of the Most High. He is like Christ who
neither has any beginning nor any end. He comes to greet Abraham with
an offering of bread and wine. The priest, Melchizedek, blesses Abram. In
our Christian tradition, bread and wine were taken to prefigure the bread
and wine of the Eucharist.

In the Second Reading, St. Paul gives us an account of the institution of
the Eucharist. He repeats the words spoken by Jesus in the Upper Room
when Jesus established the sacrament to the Eucharist. It is the earliest
written account of the origin of the Eucharist. St. Paul says that when we
celebrate the Eucharist, not only is Christ present, but we also re-enact the
death by which he saved us. St. Paul’s teaching about the Eucharist is that
in the Eucharist we are not only looking to the past, but also we look
forward to the fulfillment of the Kingdom.

The Gospel reading tells us about the multiplication of the loaves of bread
in the desert. St. Luke used liturgical language to help his audience to
understand the miracle of the Eucharist. He uses the same words here
which were used at the Last Supper, and at Emmaus. They included: Jesus
took... blessed... broke...gave. In the sharing of the one bread, and the
one drinking from the same cup, the church continues the mission of Jesus
to teach, to heal, and to nourish the people of God.

As a reminder for some of us, we do have the exposition of the Blessed
Sacrament every Thursday after the morning Mass. During the exposition
of the Blessed Sacrament, we say a different litany and thank God for the
blessing He has showered us with.
