Sponsors should represent in a Personal. way the witness and support of the parish community,
and should participate with the candidates in their preparation as well as the celebration

To perform the role of sponsor, that person:

 Be chosen by the confirmand and be at least 16 years old

« Be a practicing Catholic who has been confirmed and leads a life in harmony with faith and
the role to be undertaken

* Be in good standing with the Church (Regular church attendance, at least yearly confession, if
married it must be valid in the Church)

e Cannot be the father or the mother of the one to be confirmed

Requirements for Confirmation Preparation at Emmaus Catholic Parish:
1. Candidate must be a Sophomore (10th grade) and least 15 years old to be confirmed.

2. Candidate must have recently completed 2 years of Religious Education plus be enrolled in High
School Faith Formation classes for the current year in order to enroll in Sacramental
Preparation.

. Before candidate will be enrolled in Sacramental Preparation, a copy of their currgft Certificate of
Baptism must be received in the Emmaus Faith Formation Office. Contactyour church of
Baptism for a copy and include the copy with this application.

4. If candidate was not baptized in a Catholic Church but has been baptized as a Christian, he/she will
need to provide either a copy of a baptismal certificate or a letter from the church of baptism stating
their date and place of baptism. You will also need to make arrangements with Emmaus’ Director of
High School Youth Ministry for a short period of instruction to prepare your child to make a
Profession of Faith into the Catholic Church.

5. If candidate has not been baptized, you will need to make special arrangements for their baptism
prior to Confirmation. Please contact Casey Cotton, (512) 968-4700cell, or email
outcry@emmausparish.org.

6. Candidate must attend a Confirmation Retreat or be regularly involved in parish ministry.
7. Candidate and must attend 80% of scheduled Confirmation Prep Classes.

8. Candidate must attend weekly Mass. If candidate cannot attend 5pm Mass at Emmaus, they must text
a picture of themselves at Mass that weekend. Text to Casey at 512-968-4700

9. Candidate must write a letter to Bishop Vasquez asking to be Confirmed and why.
10. Confirmation sponsor must complete the Sponsor Covenant.

CONFIRMATION SPONSOR COVENANT

As a Confirmation sponsar, your role is to encourage the faith of your candidate and be an “example” to
your Confirmation candidate and to reflect with the candidate on the meaning of a life of Catholic
discipleship.

The Code of Canon Law (Church Law) specifies the requirements for serving as a sponsor at
Confirmation (Canon 893) are the same as those for godparents at Baptism (Canon 874): You may not
be the parent of the person being confirmed; you must be at least 16 years old; you must be fully
initiated (Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist); if married, be in valid Catholic marriage; and live a life of
active faith in the Catholic Church.
