








According to the National Study of Youth and Religion (NSYR)11 conducted at the University of Notre Dame, there are two 
critical decision points for young people in their faith journey: 

From grade school to high school:

Will they continue to be Catholic after Confirmation and in High School? 

From high school to college or the workforce: 

Will they stay Catholic as adults? 

Additionally, recent pew research shows that religious disaffiliation
typically happens between the ages of 15 and 29.  

We need to engage, catechize, and disciple young people and their families 
before they make life’s crucial decisions.

• BrightWheel Instructions (Middle School & High School only)

• Below are instructions to add your child as an "approved pickup" 
person so that they may check themselves in and out rather than 
you having to come in and do it.

• In the app:

• 1. open app (from Google Play store or Apple

• 2. from homepage, select child's name

• 3. top right corner click on profile

• 4. scroll down to the contacts section and select the + sign

• 5. select 'approved pickup'

• 6. enter student's name, their email, and their phone number

• 7. student should receive text or email inviting them to app where 
they will then create their own BrightWheel login

• 8. repeat for each child if you have more than one in the program

• 2. select 'your children'

• 3. select child's name

• 4. scroll down to 'contacts'

• 5. select 'add a contact'

• 6. in top box that says 'select', choose 'approved pickup'

• 7. follow steps 6-8 from app instructions above
