I write to you on behalf of the Church of St. Peter. You have been a generous and loyal supporter in the past, and I am hoping to count on you again.

We are officially in a new capital campaign, ‘Renewing our Home, Building our Future.’ The campaign is to update several major systems and infrastructure in our church building. Our 25-year-old building is starting to show its age, and we are experiencing the effects of this.  

This project will allow us to replace and upgrade our mechanical and electrical systems, heating and cooling, plumbing, flooring, and other infrastructure that has served us well for 25 years. Rather than waiting to experience major issues, we are choosing to be proactive. We know these systems will need major work in the next three to five years and want to plan wisely for the future.

We are happy to announce progress has already been made toward our $1,000,000 goal. Along with gifts that have been made from initial donors to the campaign, the parish is happy to allocate $53,000, which was raised in overage of our totals from our last campaign. We are blessed to have had such generous parishioners.

The Diocesan policy states a church may only enter into a contract for capital improvements when 75% of the cash needed is in hand, and 100% is accounted for in pledges. Our goal is to complete this project in three phases. We will start each phase as we meet the 75/25% policy of the Diocese for that phase.

A project of this size requires the participation of every parishioner from several perspectives – prayer for success in raising the funds, volunteering to help with the project and searching one’s heart to determine an amount that each can donate.
