Junior Ambassador Duties & Expectations

Parade Participation

¢ Ambassadors must participate in a minimum of five (5) parades

* Mandatory parades include: Gedenke! Parade, Weimar Christmas Parade, and Colorado County
Fair Parade

¢ The additional 2+ parades may be selected by the ambassadors

¢ A parent or guardian must provide the vehicle that pulls the Junior Ambassador float,
Cavender Auto Country provides trucks at no cost for the parents of ambassadors to utilize

Chamber Event Participation

* Ambassadors must attend and assist at a minimum of four (4) Weimar Area Chamber of
Commerce events which could include Gedenke, Rock The Block, Christmas event, ribbon
cuttings, Chamber Bashes and more.

Representation

* Ambassadors must serve as positive role models and represent the Chamber and the City of
Weimar with professionalism and pride

Qualifications

Eligible candidates include full-time students currently enrolled in the 10th through 12th
grades, between the ages of 15 and 18 years, at Weimar High School. A minimum GPA of 3.0 is
required. Candidates must be in good standing within the community and school and
demonstrate positive character and leadership.

* Two letters of recommendation (one from a teacher or counselor and one from a community
member who is not a family member)
