in praise and glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed. Although you have not seen him, you
love him, and even though you do not see him now, you believe in him and rejoice with an
mdescrlbable and glorious joy, ° for you are receiving the outcome of your faith, the salvation of your
souls.

But he said to them, “Unless I see the mark
of the nails in his hands and put my finger in the mark of the nails and my hand in his side, I will not
believe.”

26 A week later his disciples were again in the house, and Thomas was with them. Although the
doors were shut, Jesus came and stood among them and said, “Peace be with you.” %’ Then he said to
Thomas, “Put your finger here and see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it in my side. Do not
doubt but believe.” *® Thomas answered him, “My Lord and my God!” * Jesus said to him, “Have you
believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have come to
believe.”

39 Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that are not written in this book. *'
But these are written so that you may continue to believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and
that through believing you may have life in his name.

Financial generosity is a bold declaration of trust in
God’s care. When we give, we affirm our belief that
God not only knows our needs but is more than able
to meet them.

In a culture shaped by scarcity and “never enough,”
it can feel safer to hold tightly to what we have. Fear
whispers that giving will leave us vulnerable. Yet
scripture invites us to a different way. Philippians
4:19 assures us, "And my God will meet all your
needs according to the riches of God’s glory in Christ
Jesus.” This is a promise that frees us to give in faith,
not in fear.

Generosity flows from knowing that everything we
hold has first been entrusted to us by God. Our time,
talents, and resources are gifts meant to be used for
the good of others and for the sake of God’s work in
the world. When we share what we have, we become
living signs of God'’s love, care, and provision.

Giving also changes us. It loosens the grip that
anxiety and self-reliance can have on our hearts. It
