A program of vibrant rhythms, sweeping melodies and warm harmonies. Featured soloists 
are  husband-and-wife duo Lucia Micarelli, violinist, and Eric Byers, cellist, whose artistry 
brings passion and intimacy to Brahms’ dramatic Double Concerto. Audiences may 
recognize Micarelli from her starring role in the Hallmark holiday film The Christmas Bow.

A high-energy tour of orchestral favorites, bringing together some of the most powerful and 
recognizable music ever written. The concert includes Samuel Barber’s Adagio for Strings and 
works by Haydn, Verdi, Handel, and John Williams. This performance welcomes Orches-
tra alumni to the stage and honors the memory of former Music Director, Stewart Kershaw.

The fiery Danse Bacchanale opens 
with exotic energy, while the lush, colorful Scheherazade brings the evening to a thrilling close.

Respighi’s Church Windows opens with rich orchestral color, evoking radiant 
stained glass scenes. Mozart’s joyful Exsultate, jubilate features rising star soprano,
Catherine Creed, in music that sparkles with grace and virtuosity. The program con-
cludes with Poulenc’s exuberant Gloria, a powerful work featuring the Evansville Phil-
harmonic Chorus, that celebrates the beauty, joy, and grandeur of sacred music.

An exciting musical journey from contemporary sounds to passionate lyricism. Clarice As-
sad’s Baião ‘N’ Blues opens the concert with irresistible rhythm, blending Brazilian dance 
and jazz flair. Pianist Vijay Venkatesh spotlights Grieg’s Piano Concerto in A Minor, a ro-
mantic work of sweeping melodies and dramatic power. The evening concludes with Rach-
maninoff’s Symphonic Dances, rich in bold rhythms, haunting nostalgia, and lush orchestration.
