Isaac dug with the confidence that 

water was already there. He knew 

what he was uncovering. That certain-

ty is powerful. God’s divine resources 

are just beneath the surface. 

Scripture tells us, “The thing that 

hath been, it is that which shall be… 

there is no new thing under the 

sun” (Ecclesiastes 1:9).  

In our day, we often talk about 

moving forward—and yes, God is al-

ways leading us onward. But why 

should we ignore the spiritual wells 

our forefathers already opened? Bro. 

H. Richard Hall, Bro. William Branham, 

Bro. A. J. Tomlinson, and many others 

tapped into something real, something 

powerful, something that shaped gen-

erations.

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There is nothing as majestic as 

the flight of an eagle.
