Being Lifted Up

In today’s Gospel, Jesus reminds Nicodemus how Moses
had “lifted up the serpent in the desert.” Then Jesus says, “So
must the Son of Man be lifted up, that all who believe may have
eternal life in him.” The evangelist clearly saw this “lifting up”
of Jesus to mean his crucifixion.

That “lifting up” of the serpent by Moses is described in
today’s first reading. The people were attacked by “saraph ser-
pents,” and many died. God had Moses make an image of the
serpent and put it on a pole and lift it up. The people who had
been bitten looked at it and recovered.

Jesus “emptied himself, taking the form of a slave.” Lifted
up on the cross, he was despised and seemed the most abject of
people. But it was in embracing this disgrace and painful death
that he became the bearer of eternal life for all of us. His
“lifting up” in shame was also his “lifting up” in glory and tri-
umph.

Treasures From QOur Tradition

On this date in 335 two churches and a shrine erected by
Constantine over the empty grave of Jesus and over the place of
the crucifixion were dedicated. After these were destroyed by
the Persians in 614, the Church of the Holy Sepulcher, which
still stands, was erected by the Crusaders in 1149. Today also
commemorates the event that led to the building of the churches
dedicated in 335: the discovery of the “true cross” by St. Hele-
na, Constantine’s mother, in 326.

According to one legend, St. Helena traveled to Jerusalem
on pilgrimage, in search of the true cross. Workers she hired
dug through a pagan temple that had been erected on the site of
the Crucifixion by Hadrian and found three crosses. A dying
woman was brought in, and touched by each cross in succes-
sion, the last of which healed her. Helena ordered that this cross
be divided in three parts, one to be kept in Jerusalem and the
other two to be sent to Constantinople and Rome. The pieces in
Jerusalem and Constantinople were ultimately lost. Slivers were
taken from the portion that went to Rome until eventually it was
scattered around the world.

Of course, the significance of the true cross lies not in the
wood itself but in the burden that it bore. As a faithful Chris-

Reflecting on God’s Word

“Tell me, what is it that you plan to do with your life?” It’s a
good question, but also a haunting one that makes us so edgy
and anxious that we wonder if our life is real at all. It’s the sort
of question we’d sometimes rather not even hear, much less
attempt to answer.

So what is it that you plan to do with your life? We say
we’re going to get married and raise a family. Or we’re going
to get a job that pays well. Or we’re going to play professional
baseball or football or some such thing when we grow up. Or
we’re going to retire and enjoy life. So what is it that you plan
to do with your life? There is only one life, after all, one to
spend lavishly or cautiously, one to treasure or squander or
hoard, one to laugh with or cry with or maybe just sit in a daze
with for sixty or seventy or eighty years. The trouble is, or per-
haps more honestly the sadness is, that few of us ever answer
that gentle but probing question, because we don’t know.

What God did was to give away what was most precious,
God’s only Son, so that we might find life. And what Jesus did
was to empty himself, so that God could fill him with life and
exalt him. It seems that while you and I are preoccupied with
finding meaning by filling our lives, the divine instinct is to

empty life so that meaning might find us.

Believe...

The people of God, “their patience worn out by the journey”
in the desert, complained against God and against Moses. They
lost their faith and trust in the God who had saved them from
the Egyptians, who brought them through the desert and who
sustained them on their journey. They had been in the desert
just long enough to forget gratitude.

The saraph serpent that brought healing to the Israelites is a
sign and symbol that Jesus recalled when speaking of his own
“lifting up” on the cross. Just as those who looked at the uplift-
ed serpent were saved from bodily death, so we who look to
Jesus Christ in his death and resurrection are saved from eternal
death. God loves us so much that even when we deserve death
because of our sins, God continually reaches out to us, offering
us a way out of our misery.

...and Have Life

Christ’s love for us is so deep that he was willing to put up
with the discomforts and the pain of being human, even to the
point of death. We do get weary of our striving and our own
efforts to live a good life. Sometimes we get to feeling sorry for
ourselves, and feel we are entitled to better. God thinks so, too.
That’s why God gave us Jesus.

Like the people in the desert, we get just tired enough to for-
get gratitude. We sink into a pit of self-pity and a sense of enti-
tlement that is not completely consistent with reality. Jesus’
humility and love in sharing our human limits had a profound
purpose: to save us from our selfishness and our hubris. When
we look to the cross, we begin to understand the real cost of our
salvation.

Then Jesus
says, “[S]o must the Son of Man be lifted up, so that everyone
who believes in him may have eternal life” (3:15). The evange-
list clearly meant this “‘lifting up” of Jesus to refer to his cruci-
fixion.

The “lifting up” of the serpent by Moses is described in to-
day’s first reading. The people were attacked by “saraph ser-
pents,” and many died. God had Moses make an image of the
serpent and put it on a pole and lift it up. The people who had
been bitten looked at it and recovered.

Jesus “emptied himself, and [took] the form of a
slave” (Philippians 2:7). Lifted up on the cross, he was des-
pised and seemed the most abject of people. But it was in em-
bracing this disgrace and painful death that he became the bear-
er of eternal life to all of us.

The Cross is a Mystery

We are told that the Israelites’ patience was “worn out” by
their long, aimless wandering in the desert. There wasn’t much
water. And the food they had? Well, in their words: “We are
disgusted with this wretched food!” (Numbers 21:5). To top it
off, they found themselves in an area full of poisonous
snakes—*‘saraph serpents.”

Many were bitten and died. But God had pity on them and,
when Moses lifted up the image of a serpent on a pole, people
who had been bitten looked at it, and became better. The sym-
bol of the death-dealing snake brought life and health. It was a
strange mystery.

Jesus told the wise man, Nicodemus, that he, Jesus, would
be a life-giving symbol. He would be “lifted up,” and would
thereby bring life to people who were wandering in a wilder-
ness, discouraged, surrounded by death. Nicodemus must have
been mystified by what he was hearing.

We Are Called
to Bear Witness to the Cross

When we “bear witness to the cross” we show the world the
truth of Jesus’ message. We are called to imitate Jesus—his
attitudes and his actions. Jesus’ attitude was that he “did not
regard  equality with  God  something to  be
grasped” (Philippians 2:6). His action was that he emptied him-
self, “becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a
cross” (2:8).

This is surely a difficult path to follow. But the ones who
follow it find that it brings great joy. And even our ordinary
experience can teach us that when we cease to “grasp” at some-
thing we thought we had to have, life suddenly becomes easier.

This is a mystery, and we struggle to understand it. But,
more important even than understanding, we are called to live
the mystery in our daily attitudes and actions. In living it, we

bear witness to the truth of the cross before others.

Christ’s Humility

Our age has been called the Age of Entitlement. We seem to
have lost the ability to distinguish between needs and wants.
Advertisers frequently urge consumers to grasp at more and
more goods because “you deserve it.” Our expectation of re-
ward seems to be disproportionately high for the effort we put
forth to earn it. Certainly everyone deserves the basic rights of
human life: food, clothing, shelter, freedom, and peace. But this
language of deserving doesn’t seem to be applied to these
things. It is inevitably appended to the desire for luxuries, hon-
ors, and riches. It seems to be designed to appeal to our greed
rather than our need.

In that context, Paul’s simple statement about the humility of
Christ stands in stark contrast: “Christ Jesus . . . did not regard
equality with God something to be grasped” (Philippians 2:6).
And how did he humble and abase himself? By becoming hu-
man, one of us. What could we possibly think ourselves entitled
to?
